The South African Wine Laboratories Association (SAWLA) was started in 2002 under the flag of the South African Society for Enology and Viticulture (SASEV).  At this stage there are about 50 SAWLA member laboratories that amongst other things partake in a monthly proficiency testing scheme.  It is the mission of SAWLA to improve the standard of wine laboratories and subsequently improve the accuracy of their analysis results.  One way to achieve this is by the donation of wine for each Interlab round per month. 
As required by good laboratory practice, SAWLA member labs statistically compare analysis results for wines sampled from the same tanks on a regular basis as proficiency test and performance tracker.  Approximately 50 member laboratories take part - 2 samples each per month tested for any number of standard wine related analytes, resulting in approximately 1000 analyses per month for statistical comparison.  For batch stability and sample homogeneity, extra samples are required for verification purposes.
